The Marketplace Today

» 90%+ of WMA produced with water foaming

» 70% of asphalt plants equipped to foam

» The cost: 7 cents vs $3 per ton

» Most foamers are foaming WMA & HMA

» HMA being produced in every state

» Probably 50% of all mix produced is
foamed and/or WMA
